MNT.

quality and general technical criteria” standard MNS
4585:2007.

Even though 245 km asphalt road was paved
between Tsogttetsii Soum and Gashuun Sukhait
port, most coal transporter companies are still using
off-roads saying that they haven’t made contracts to
use the paved road or the road fee is too high.

* According to the water quality test made in the places
such as Shivee Khuren, Khermen Tsav, Derengiin Us,
and Khadan Us, volumes of nickel and cadmium in
the water are discovered to be as 2.5-5 times high and
3 times high as the limits respectively recommended
by the World Health Organization.

Vulnerable gobi ecosystem is wunder vrisk of
irreparable deterioration because of issuing mining
licenses in protected areas and/or in gobi areas with
rarely abundant pasture and water.

* Mining licenses have been issued for mineral
extraction in 19 land plots of 73,892 hectare area
that is registered as national protection areas. There
are 106 such protected areas of 26,9 million hectare
registered in the database of geological cadastre and
cartography.

e In Gurvantes Soum, Umnugovi Province, 11 business
entities possess 16 mineral extraction licenses.

Once  the remaining companies start mining
operations, pasture and surface water in the territory
of our bagh is going to be extremely tough; what
is more, some baghs are going to be in danger of
becoming mining field as a whole. Therefore, it is
necessary for the government to take measures to
cancel the licenses issued to do mining in the areas with
surface water, springs, and pasturelands.

When we ask them not to drill,
they say “It is none of your business, pastureland is
public property and authority gave us a permission to
do so...” and show a paper with a stamp. Mongolian
pastureland is being severely destroyed by stamped
papers of the authorities.

There is a serious lack of information for and
involvement of local communities at all levels of
mining activities. Rights and interests of herders are
being gravely violated due to the failure to consult with
them collectively before issuing a mineral license in
areas where their uvuljuu (winter camp), khavarjaa
(spring camp), zuslan (summer camp), and namarjaa
(autumn camp) are located.

* Though the law provides for “Decision of issuing
a mining license be based on participation of local
communities”, 44 percent of 50 herders involved
in the survey said that this legal provision is not
enforced, whereas 48 percent of them said that they
did not even know about the existence of this provision.
